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Parents as Partners in Education 

 
By this time of the school year you have had several opportunities to meet your child’s teacher.   There are some tips I 

would like to share that will ensure you receive the information you need about your child’s education.  Salem teachers 

are experts at education, and you are the expert for your child.  Make sure you are your child’s advocate while listening 
to the advice of the experts.  This PTA Newsletter provides a great deal of information about what is happening at 

school.  The more involved you are as a parent with school, the more involved your child will be. 
 

It is never a good idea to drop by the classroom for an impromptu conference.  At the beginning of the school day, 
teachers are busy with their students setting the tone for the day.  Before or after a lunch visit interrupts the flow of the 

day and the end of the day is a teacher’s time to reflect on their day.  The best teachers are reflective practitioners.  

Email or call the school to set up a time for a conference so the teacher is prepared to talk about your child and not 
focused on their many other teacher functions.    

 
Teachers always try to be kind during conferences with parents; however, there is often information that must be 

shared that may be difficult to hear.  The information shared is about your child, not your parenting.  Teachers are 

always willing to work with you to ensure the best educational opportunity for your child.   
 

Teachers do not mind if you ask questions.  There is a reason for everything that happens in the classroom or at school.  
Make sure you give the teacher an opportunity to tell you what occurs in the class before jumping to conclusions.  

Students often tell their version of the truth and sometimes that may not be the entire picture.  There is usually a very 

good explanation.   
 

Make sure you are not distracted by what you have to do after a parent/teacher conference.  Leave time to take your 
time.  Children are our most valuable resource.  Make sure you are taking the time to show that every day.   

 
The elementary years are a very important time in your child’s educational development.  Try not to over-schedule your 

child in after-school activities.  One after-school activity is plenty for most students.  If children are too involved in after-

school activities, they are unable to take the time they need to focus on homework and review.  Children need time to 
refresh and they are not able to do that when they are rushing from school to other activities.  Have them choose the 

one activity that is most important to them and focus their energy on that.   
 

Always focus on effort, improvement and progress.  Each child is an individual and needs to be treated with care and 

consideration.  All students do not learn the same way or at the same rate, so concentrate on what they do well.  
Students can use their strengths to help overcome their weaknesses.  Thank you for your continued support as we 

continue to do “Whatever it takes to honor and educate.”

To help children be successful at school, they must be in attendance. 
Being at school regularly ensures that they: 

o will have the best opportunity to be successful academically, 

o they will have opportunities to build strong friendships and,

benefit them throughout their life. 

NC Compulsory Attendance Law requires that every parent and/or guardian of a child enrolled in school 
must attend school regularly. If your child(ren) needs to be absent, the absence will be excused only if 
the absence is due to one of the following: 

o Illness or injury making the student physically unable to attend school 

o Isolation ordered by the State Board of Health or Wake County Health Department 

o Death in the family 

o Medical, dental or other appointment 
*(It is strongly recommended to make appointments during track out times) 

o Court when a student, not parent, is under subpoena 

o Religious observance 

o Catastrophic event or natural disaster 

o Educational opportunity approved by the Principal in advance 

Any absence that is a not a result of the above list will be unexcused.  A note explaining the absence is 
required and should be given to the front office or the teacher.  If a note is not given, the absence will be 
unexcused. 

At 10 unexcused absences, parents can be held legally liable for the absences.  We do understand that 
things come up that are out of your control.  We will do all we can to make the school experience
